2. Which Types of Cookies Are Used and For What Purposes?
	Mandatory Cookies
	Mandatory cookies are cookies that are necessary for our Site to work and be used as intended. If mandatory cookies are blocked, some parts of the Site will not work. These cookies allow you to improve security, save searches, log in or use similar functions. They are not used for marketing purposes.

	Functional Cookies
	Functional cookies enable us to individualize our Site content for users who visit our Site, based on their preferences. It is possible to prevent the use of these cookies.

	Performance Cookies
	Performance cookies help us improve our Site. In order to improve your user experience, it collects information such as how our Site is used and for how long.

	Advertising/Marketing Cookies
	Advertising cookies are used to deliver content and ads tailored to your interests. By matching the information obtained through cookies with your other personal data, it offers more appropriate content, campaigns and products and does not re-offer content that you have previously stated that you do not want. It is possible to prevent the use of these cookies.


Mandatory cookies on our sites include functional cookies, performance cookies and advertising/marketing cookies.
Cookies are also grouped according to their storage period and source.
According to their duration as follows:
	Session Cookies
	A session cookie expires when you close your browser.

	Persistent Cookies
	Persistent cookies are used to remind you of your preferences on the Site. It remains on your device's hard disk for a long time or indefinitely until you delete it.


	First Party Cookies
	First-party cookies are created by our Site you have visited.

	Third Party Cookies
	Third-party cookies are created by third parties, such as other sites, business partners or service providers. They enable the use of some functions on our site and tracking of advertisements.


3. How Can You Control Cookies?
If you reject persistent cookies or session cookies, you can continue to use our Sites, but you may not be able to access all functions or benefit from all the features of our Sites. The changes you make to the settings of the internet browser you use to prevent the use of cookies vary depending on your device and internet browser. Accordingly, you can obtain information about cookies and exercise your right to allow or reject them by following the steps below through various internet browsers:
